"Fight For Freedom, Faith & Family"

I want to begin by thanking certain patriots for their sacrifice for this nation.  First, I want to thank Kenlyn Watson and Deb Hearn for their tireless work in organizing this event.  Next, I want to pay homage to the soldiers of the Culture War that is raging in this nation.  However, most importantly, I think it is appropriate to honor all the veterans in the crowd.  Without their sacrifice, and the sacrifice of their family, we would not be enjoying this privilege of peacably petitioning our government for a redress of our grievances.
